Statement of Religious Objection to 

Government Schooling
We believe…

…that the responsibility of educating children was given by God to parents, not to civil government.

(Gen. 18:18-19; Deu. 6:4-9; Deu. 11:18-21; Eph. 6:4)

…that Christian children should receive a distinctly Christian education, with every subject being taught from a Biblical worldview.

(Deu. 6:4-9; Deu. 11:18-21; Pro. 3:6; Pro. 22:6; Rom. 12:2; Eph. 6:4; 1 Tim. 4:12; 2 Tim. 3:16-17)

…that a true Christian education has discipleship as its basis.  Discipleship cannot take place if teaching and example are artificially separated.
(Deu. 6:4-9; Deu. 11:18-21; Pro. 22:6; example of Jesus in the Gospels)

…that regular age segregation is spiritually harmful for children.
(Pro. 22:15; Pro. 13:20; Pro. 12:26)

…that a school environment is not a natural environment, and does not equip youth for real life.  There are very distinct roles for which our children are to be equipped, so this is unacceptable.
(Pro. 6:6; Pro. 22:6; Tit. 2:4-6; 1 Tim. 5:8)

…that we are called, as Christians, to submit to our government as much as is morally possible.  In the United States, the only legitimate government is the Constitution and those institutions and actions sanctioned by it.  Therefore, we are called to uphold the Constitution.  The current education system in the U.S. is unconstitutional, therefore we are biblically obligated to oppose it.
(Rom.13:1-7; Tit. 3:1; Amendment X of the U.S. Constitution)

…that God has called us to a standard of excellence.  U.S. government schools do not produce academic excellence.  
(Ph'p. 1:10; Col. 3:23)

…that we are to be good stewards of the resources we have been given, including our children and our time.  U.S. government schools routinely waste time, money, and other resources.  By their lack of biblical morality and solid academics, they also waste the resource that is our children.

(Mat. 25:14-30)
